The EU building sector is the largest single energy consumer 
in Europe responsible for approximately 40% of EU energy 
consumption and for 36% of the EU greenhouse gas 
emissions. At the same time, some 75% of existing buildings 
is energy inefficient (and were constructed before legislation 
on building performance was in place). Boosting energy 
performance of buildings to roll out energy efficiency and 
renewables at a much higher pace is a priority, especially 
given that 80% of today’s buildings will still be in use by 2050 
and that only 1% (on average) of buildings currently undergo 
renovations each year. This rate will need at least to double 
to reach the EU’s energy efficiency, renewables and climate 
objectives.
